This park includes 38,633
hectares (386.3kii) of terrestrial area and 22,353 hectares
(223.5ki) of surrounding marine area. Sixty percent of
the terrestrial area is special protection zone. Due to
the limited access to the area, pristine wilderness areas
still remain in the park. In 2005, about 71,000 hectares
(710kat) of Shiretoko area including all of this park was
designated as a World Natural Heritage. Shiretoko is an
outstanding example of the interactions of marine eco-
system and terrestrial ecosystem, and is an important

habitat of some endangered species.
